Despite facing pandemic related challeng-
es, shortages in personnel, and a strict financial budget, our Public Works crew 
members addressed and completed a spectrum of community concerns such 
as homeless encampment safety cleanups, graffiti removals, and pothole and 
sidewalk repairs.
